Note: Student progress can be measured in both summative and formative ways.

Formative assessment methods measure learning in an ongoing way, through daily or regular reflection or
observation. This type of learning assessment can be used to make adjustments to instruction method as a class
goes along. Methods of formative assessment can include student journals and observations, informal questions and

answers, student work samples, and more.

Summative assessment measures the total learning that has taken place over a course, and can be used to compare
student knowledge, behavior, and/or skills at the end of a course with that same student’s knowledge, behavior, and/
or skills before the class began. Methods of summative assessment include pre- and post-tests, end-of-session exams,
final projects, and more.
